We want you to act on ithiarest — talk to Greek members, visit
chapters, talk with friends about what you thinkaving the time to do this is the benefit of not
being able to join until Sophomore year, so takeaathge of it.

Hopefully, this
ends up in your desk or on your dresser, and yckiipup every now and then to talk about
fraternities with friends, or to look at a partiaufraternity you just visited, or to just flip thugh
the pages. It won’t contain the answer every gaestou have, but we think it will be a good
starting point.

Q & A:

How does the recruitment and bid process work?

Informal recruitment is what is happening right ndwis involves meeting members of
the fraternities, attending chapter events, andiggian overall impression of each chapter. IFC
recruitment starts on Monday, August 31 and coresuzh Friday, September 11, when
fraternities give out bids. The organization ofrteiznent is left up to the individual chapters.

IFC will post recruitment information from the chiaps on our website
http://ww2.lafayette.edu/~ifc/. At the conclusiohrecruitment, each fraternity chooses, through
their own process, who will receive bids. Theseshidl be handed out on September 11, and
should be accepted or declined before a speaifie that the fraternity requests of you (usually
within 24 hours). You may receive more than one bid can only accept one, or may choose to
decline all bids.

Are there any requirements for joining a fraterfity

The biggest requirement for joining a fraternityhat your GPA must be a 2.0 or greater.
Additionally students who are currently on disanaliy level 2 probation through the College are
ineligible for membership. The Interfraternity Cailns currently discussing an increase of
standards for membership to include a 2.5 GPA nanconity service requirement, and students
on disciplinary level 1 or 2 probation are ineligithowever these requirements won’t come into
play until Spring 2010. These requirements arglfercommunity at-large; each chapter will
have its own set of requirements as well.

Is there a limit on the number of bids that eachtErnity
gives?

No, the number of bids given out is completelyhat discretion of each individual
fraternity. Historically, fraternities will give dibetween 15 and 40 bids, but there is no
minimum and there is no cap.

How true are the stereotypes?

It's cliché to say this, but fraternity stereoty@@s not very accurate. The easiest way to
realize this fact is to keep in mind that most peayho speak of stereotypes — whether
stereotypes about fraternities in general or abpetific chapters — are not usually in
fraternities. We know that you will hear peopleegairize fraternity life in general as Animal
House, and we know that you will hear the sterdoglmicknames of each chapter on campus,
but keep in mind (whether you like it or hate that fraternity life is not this simple. You can’t
label it in a single sentence.



WHAT YOU MAY

Can | still join after my first semester sophomgpear?

Yes, fraternities often give out bids second seenektsually, there will be fewer bids
given out at this time, but once again, there isnmmmum or cap on this number. Additionally,
there are occasionally juniors or seniors who faaternities.

Will | have to live in the chapter house if | j@n
fraternity?

Most members do live in the chapter house foeadt one year. Every new member of
our fraternal community signs an agreement stdhieg will live in the chapter house as
necessary. Every fraternity and sorority at Lafeey€tollege is required to keep their house full.
Most chapters utilize a points system based ontehapvolvement to determine who will live in
the house.

How much does it cost to be part of a fraternity?

This is often a big unknown for many first yeardsats. In fact, many decide to join a
fraternity without knowing the financial circumstas they are getting in to, so let us spell it out
for you. Each chapter varies, but national andlldoas and insurance fees alone will usually
total $500-$80(@er semestern addition, fraternities have their own mealr@aand obviously,
if you live in the house, they have their own ligiexpenses.

That probably sounds like a huge drawback for nanyou, but there are still financial
benefits of joining a fraternity that may balance these costs. All chapters offer scholarships to
members that are often of significant value. Soratefnity meal plans are cheaper than those of
the school, and if you live in the house, this coaly be less than the cost of living in a residence
hall. Some of this financial information will beedfed as you flip through the next section about
each chapter, but reading the facts is not alwagdest way to understand finances, so please
don’t hesitate to talk to fraternity members otR€ if you have questions about these costs.

Will | be hazed if | join a fraternity?

No! Hazing is illegal and a violation of Lafayet@®llege policies. All of our Greek
organizations are expected to operate under tr@g@des. There should never be a time during
your three-week new member process or membershyhich you feel uncomfortable or unsafe.
The fraternal experience is meant to build betsfajette men and establish a family on
campus.



NOT ALREADY KNOW

How much of a role does alcohol play in fraternitg?

Alcohol is as involved in the fraternal experiemset is in the collegiate experience. As
a student at Lafayette College you will encountedsents who consume alcohol and those who
do not. That is the same with our community. Thei@to drink is completely up to you, but at
no time should your membership in a fraternity regyou to do so. We encourage our members
to make smart and safe decisions at all times.

How time consuming is fraternity life?

Your experience in a fraternal organization is wy@at make of it. Some of our members
are extremely involved, donating many hours tortbleapter. Others may choose to maintain
leadership roles outside the chapter and spendtiima on other endeavors. The more you
contribute to your fraternal experience, the mare will get out of it!

What are the benefits of joining a fraternity?

This one is easy. You establish lifelong friendshapd have memories that you will
never forget. You receive academic support frormaliuwvho provide scholarships. You are part
of a group that hosts events, emphasizes schglagshiforms community service, donates to
philanthropic organizations, organizes intramugahis, and more! You can network with
alumni fraternity members, many of whom are vergcessful. And one that is often overlooked
— you can become a leader. There are a ton ofigusiavailable in fraternities that will connect
you more on campus and make you a better leader.

How many students join fraternity life?

The Greek community as a whole comprises 32% oL #tfi@yette College undergraduate
population and the fraternity community makes ugo2§ all undergraduate men.

What does it take to run a fraternity?

Running a fraternity requires plenty of structunel @rganization. Most decisions are
made by the brotherhoods as a whole, but very hioas@n Executive Board that oversees this
process and looks out for the overall good of thegpter. In addition, each fraternity has 15-20
positions that vary from treasurer to house maameg officer to intramural chair, in order to
maintain a responsible, clean, and active chapter.

Who is the Interfraternity Council?

IFC is made up of two representatives of each @naphd is overseen by four Exec
board members. To name a few of their contributitmsy help to facilitate the recruitment
process, they co-write the Greek Voice, co-hosGheek Olympics each Fall, organize other
Greek events, and work to improve Greek-faculty @nelek-administration relations. IFC was
created so that the fraternities would have oneeydiut they also exist to help you. We know
that the fraternity system does not continue twestvithout your contribution, so we want to
help you in any way we can.

What if | still have questions?

We're sure that you will. The best way to get answe these questions is to ask
somebody within Greek life that you can trust. Tkl have the most insight into how the
system works today, and they will likely be up framd honest with you. Your closest friends on
campus are also a great resource.
