RESIDENCE HALL OPENING & CLOSING DATES 

 

To assist with planning for the academic year important residence halls dates are listed below. Please refer to 
this information when planning travel to and from campus during the year. 

 

First-year move-in: Thursday, August 27, 2009:  All First-year students should arrive at their assigned 

residence hall between 7:00 am and 11:00 am.  There will be no access to residence hall rooms prior to 7:00 

am on August 27.   
 

Upper-level move-in: Saturday, August 29 – Sunday, August 30, 2009: Upper-level students should report 

to the Office of Residence Life between 9:00 am – 5:00 pm to sign out their keys. 

 

Fall Break: Saturday, October 10 – Tuesday, October 13, 2009:  The residence halls will NOT close, but 

students are required to notify the Residence Life Office if they will be staying in their residence hall room via 
the designated link on the Office of Residence Life webpage. 

 

Thanksgiving Holiday: Wednesday, November 25 – Sunday, November 29, 2009:  The residence halls will 

NOT close, but students are required to notify the Residence Life Office if they will be staying in their 

residence hall room via the designated link on the Office of Residence Life webpage. 

 
End of Fall Semester – ALL students must vacate their rooms within 24 hours after their last final exam 
and no later than Tuesday, December 22, 2009.  Residents of Kamine Hall must vacate their rooms by noon on 
Tuesday, December 22 for use by Inter-session occupants. 
 

Winter Inter-session: Wednesday, December 23, 2009 – Friday, January 1, 2010:  With the exception of 

Kamine Hall and Keefe Hall, all residence halls are closed.  Only students approved for inter-session residency 

may remain on campus. 

 

Interim Session Opening: Saturday, January 2, 2010: The residence halls that will be open during the 
Interim Session are: Farber, Fisher East, Fisher West, Keefe, Ramer, Rubin, and Watson Hall.  (Watson 

Courts and off-campus apartments will be approved for occupancy on an individual basis.)  Students 

registered for interim session housing will reside in their own rooms if regularly assigned to one of these 

buildings.  Students not regularly assigned to one of these buildings will arrange for interim housing through 

Residence Life.   
 

Spring Semester Opening: Saturday, January 23 – Sunday, January 24, 2010:  Students may move back 

into their residence halls for the start of the spring semester. 

 

Spring Break: Saturday, March 13 – Sunday, March 21, 2010:  The residence halls will NOT close, but 

students are required to notify the Residence Life Office if they will be staying in their residence hall room via 
the designated link on the Office of Residence Life webpage. 

 
End of Spring Semester – ALL students EXCEPT GRADUATING SENIORS (or those scheduled for a make-
up exam) vacate their residences no later than 5pm on Monday, May 17, 2010 or within 24 hours after 

their last final exam, whichever is earliest.  

 

Graduating Seniors vacate their residences no later than 12 noon on Sunday, May 23, 2010 (the day
